Actions to be taken

Finger Posts: The sign posts for Dungworth are complete and up. Since our signs were taken down at the same time, ours should be up shortly – hopefully before Ecclesfield in Bloom judging on 21st July. We are therefore continuing to liaise with Sheffield City Council to ensure that they know the importance of completing work on the finger posts before 21st July.

Actions Completed

Minutes of the last meeting: The minutes of the meeting of 18th May were distributed, [dated 2009-05-27] and approved.

Resolutions Passed

Old Garage site between St. Marys Road and the Park: Following the reluctance of the Parks group to take this on, it was resolved to bring the issue up at the next meeting with a view to taking a decision as to whether the Conservation Group could take on the contract.

It was hoped, there would then be more information on both the insurance implications, and any assistance that might be available in keeping the area maintained and free of litter. All our meetings are open, so any new members wanting to help or have input into this decision, are welcome to attend our next meeting.

In progress

Boundary wall near St. Mary’s Church: The section of wall on Church Road, near the point where it joins Priory Road has now been renovated with new topping stones, and the work on the wall on Priory Road should be complete shortly. Quotes have been received, but a decision on the benches is still outstanding.

Village Green Continued: It was thought necessary for a further full meeting to discuss the implications of this.

Derelict property Continued: We remain in contact with the owner of the old Cobblers’ Shop on St. Marys Road, but need information about its history. If anybody knows how old the building is can they please email P.B. We are also concerned about, and would like to be kept informed about other unused properties, including the Methodist Church.

New projects Continued: We are still looking for new projects which may merit grant applications. See the detailed minutes for suggestions so far. If anybody has any others, send them to K.F.
